EGHAM UNITED SERVICES CLUB   -   BY-LAWS
ENTRY
1) Entry is only permitted to USC Members, their guests and CIU valid card holders.
2) USC Member Cards should be carried at all times and be produced whenever purchasing refreshments at the bar to gain the member’s discount. 

GUESTS & CIU
1) A maximum of 2 Guests per Member MUST be signed in and a fee of £2 per guest paid.
2) Guests must be accompanied by the member at all times, and must leave when the member themselves leaves.  
3) [bookmark: _GoBack]CIU card holders must sign in and the relevant fee paid. The CIU card must be produced upon request.

BEHAVIOUR & SWEARING
1) Unruly behaviour is NOT permitted on the Club premises at any time.
2) Bad language must be moderated, especially when ladies or families with children are in the Club. 

SNOOKER TABLE / DART BOARDS
1) No person under the age of SIXTEEN is allowed to play Snooker or Darts. Those under EIGHTEEN can play but MUST be supervised by a fully paid up member of this club.
2) The eating of food or snacks is not allowed in the snooker area at any time.  Snooker players must ensure that their hands are washed clean after eating any foods such as sausage rolls to ensure that the playing surface is not contaminated by grease marks.
3) The snooker table will be closed at 7pm on evenings when there is live music. The table must be covered after the last match.

CHILDREN
1) It is the responsibility of parents or guardians to ensure that their children are kept under control at all times whilst on the club premises. 
2) For safety reasons, children cannot play ball games or other forms of play in the car park or patio area.
3) Young children should be escorted to the toilets for safety reasons.
4) Children must be escorted by a Card carrying USC member. If USC members bring children of non-members into the club they must be signed in.
5) Children are NOT ALLOWED at the bar.
6) Children on the dance floor after 9pm MUST BE ACCOMPANIED by an adult.

NEIGHBOURS
1) As a Club we strive to keep good relations with our neighbours, therefore it is essential that noise is kept to a minimum in the patio area or in the car park, especially in the evenings.

DOGS
1) Dogs are generally not allowed in the Club premises with the exception of guide dogs or specially trained working/support dogs, provided that valid proof is provided. 

SMOKING
1) Smoking of cigarettes, cigars and other tobacco products is banned inside the Club building. This ban also applies to vaping of e-cigarettes and similar products.  

TELEVISION
1) When major sporting events clash, the decision about which matches are shown in each area will lay with the bar manager. In his absence that decision will fall to any Committee member present.

Any member found to be breaking any of the above by-laws may face disciplinary action up to and including expulsion from the Club.
